More Travis Pick Variations

Directional Symbol:  “D.C. al Fine”

Use root on 4th string
Travis Pick

We previously learned that “D.C.” means “from the top” or “start” of the song.  The “Fine” (pronounced:  feena) is the 
point at which the song ends, the “Finish”.   If a song ends at some point other than the last measure on the chart it 
is traditionally noted with the word “fine” above the ending point (in this case on the “& of one” on bar 8 of the intro).
